	President Gómez had lengthy meeting with the Chancellor this morning. As of this point, 89% of the funds available under CARES Act will be distributed in the next 48 hours. FAFSA forms need to be updated. We should know by end of May/beginning of June where we stand in terms of the budget. 
SEC: Are there specific 
enrollment/advisement/
registration strategies​ the college wants to roll out or has rolled out to respond to a likely online fall semester?

President: Enrollment for summer and fall seems to be pretty much the same as in the past, for the time being. President Gómez has been meeting with community leaders and high schools to address questions and concerns. Admissions may reach out to parents to help facilitate with the students’ transition to college. The Chancellor will do everything in his power to keep ASAP, CUNY START, and CLIP. President Gómez is trying to secure funds where he can. 
SEC: Some faculty would be interested to volunteer to help with enrollment/recruitment. They just need the infrastructure and contact information. Talk of using videos or photos on social media with a blurb about the professor’s teaching style. 
President: Students that are not registered for summer or fall will be contacted to have their loaners collected. 
President: Sabbaticals have been voted on but letters have been deferred until we can get verification that the funds are there to support them. Typically the University only funds one sabbatical. Our college budget funds the rest of approved sabbaticals. Letters about promotions are going out shortly.
President: Contact Chief Bernabe to get access. Faculty will be escorted by Public Safety when on campus. Facilities will sanitize afterwards.
President Gómez has been in contact with the Provost and HR about this dilemma. Discussion of flexibility about due dates without creating chaos. 
President: There is a formal process that must occur to get to that point. 
President Gómez will start the process because we are going to need the PPE and it will take time to secure supplies. 

President Gómez asked Daliz Perez-Cabezas to forward to him the names of students who are facing difficulty and he would work to resolve the issues. 
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
