	On May 5, 2019 Case Number SP2019-2 was reviewed by the Academic Standards Committee. After thorough review of all information and materials submitted to the Academic Standards Committee by the concerned parties and a summation of the discovery performed by the chair, the committee was not yet ready to adjudicate the complaint and the chair was asked to contact the professor for further clarification.   
On May 4, 2019 Case Number SP2018-1 was reviewed by the Academic Standards Committee. After thorough review of all information and materials submitted to the Academic Standards Committee by the concerned parties and a summation of the discovery performed by the chair, and under the light most favorable to the appellant, it was determined that the grade of A- received by said appellant for the course in question, ENV 110 - 413A Environmental Science, taken in fall 2017, would stand. This decision was unanimous.
October 1, 2018 Case Number FA2018-1 was reviewed by the Academic Standards Committee. In the appeal, the student asked to be allowed to substitute one course for another for the purpose of deleting the failing grade from the calculation of the student’s cumulative GPA. A determination was made by the majority of the members on the Academic Standards Committee that the student be allowed to do so, but only due to the extenuating circumstances that were presented to the committee making this determination narrow in the extreme.
