	COVID TASK FORCE: There were concerns that the members of Ed Tech and Center for Teaching and Learning expressed that their voices were not heard or represented in the report. An initial meeting with them and President, Provost, Dean Mester place on Friday, October 16, at 10 a.m. The meeting lasted more than two hours. Professor Ialongo suggested that Professor Jacki DiSanto and Mr. Carlos Guevara speak to the members of the Covid Task Force to express their views. They indicated that communication from the Office of Academic Affairs could have been better. Significant anxiety was reported due to poor communication. Professor Macri thanked Professor Ialongo for his openness and was glad that the lines of communication were open and that the issue seemed to be resolved.
ELECTIONS

Professor Ialongo narrated the course of events since the last Senate meeting. The Elections Committee has elected Prof. Kennis as chair, and they are developing a recommendation to move the election of At Large Senators to the next round. A meeting was held with Prof. Kennis and Mr. Sohn to effect a way forward, in accordance with the Charter and Elections Manual. Prof. Ialongo will be drafting a communication to the Elections Committee for SEC review. Prof. Ialongo noted that Prof. Kennis’ language in his emails before the October Senate meeting were inappropriate, and that the SEC should note any future occurrences and determine how to proceed, and consult with Mr. Gerber, the Parliamentarian.
